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JUCHE AND KODANG:
A HISTORY AND

DISCUSSION OF EACH
By Tony Henderson, 4th Dan

In recent years much
debate has occurred regarding
these two patterns. To fully
understandthe debateone must
become familiar with the
patterns history and there
relevance.

In the International
Taekwon-Do FederationJuche
is interpreted  as Oa
philosophical idea that man is
the master of everything and
decides everything. In other
words, the idea that man is the
masterof the world andhis own
destiny. It is said that this idea
wasrootedin BaekduMountain
which symbolizesthe spirit of

the Korean people. The
diagram represents Baekdu
mountain.O

Juche however has
other significanceand meaning.
Juche Sasang (pronounced
"Joo-cheh"), also dubbed by
westernersas Kimilsungism, is
the ideology of Democratic
Peoples Republic of Korea.
The nameis Koreanand means
self-reliance. It statesthat the
subjectof the revolution should
be the massesnot any foreign
power. It further developsthat
the nationmustrely onitself; in
this sense self-reliance or
autarky. Jucheis basedon the
teachings of Kim Il-sung.
There are several important
differences betweenJuche and
Stalinism  which is  why
confusion should be avoided.
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Juche has been promoted by
the North Korean government
and educational system since
the term was first used in a
1955 speechby Kim Il Sung.
At first, the ideology consisted
of two fundamentalideas: that
the proletarian revolution
belongedto the people,andthat
man is the master of the
revolution. From an economic
standpoint,Juchealso calls for
North Korea to be self-
sufficient in industry and
services, while preserving the
dignity and sovereigntyof the
entire nation, and it has been
applied more strenuouslysince
the 1960's. The economicfocus
has been on heavy industry,

national defense, and
agriculture. The Juche-
influenced Chollima (later

known as Taean) economic
campaign of the 19600s
describeghe rapid development
of North Korean economyand
growth, and strengthenedNorth
Koreas independence from
other nations. In 1977, Juche
replaced Marxos,-Leninism in
the North Korean constitution,
solidifying its position in the
state'sgovernmentand society.
Some sociologists and other
overseasscholars have likened
Jucheto a religious movement.
Juche authorities statethat the
idea is a secular one and that
the idea of a religious
movement lacks any basis in
reality as Jucheonly solvesthe
problems in life, not what
happens after death. The
ideology was meant only for
the North Korean national
needsand was never meantto
be exported outside North
Korea although some people
compare North Korea with
Communist Romania. While
Juche study groups exist in
many Western countries, they
are not numerous, they are
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often run by enthusiastsand
they exist more for curious and
interested people rather than
actualstudy.

The Juche calendar
recognized by the North
Korean  government and
associatedorganizationsuse a
variant of the Gregorian
calendar with a "Juche" year
based on 1912 C.E., the
birthdate of Kim Il Sung, as
year 1. Months are unchanged
from the standard calendar.
There wasno JucheYear zero.
In many instancesthe Juche
yearis given after the C.E. yeatr,
for example 27 June 2005
Juche94.

Jucheis also classified
as a major world religion.
Jucheis the only government-
authorized ideology in North
Korea,to the point of excluding
all other religions. "Juche"
means "self-reliance" in the
Korean language.Somewriters
cited in the Adherents.com
databasqunder "Juche"aswell
as "Kimilsungism") classify
Jucheas a North Korean form
of Marxist Communism.Juche
beganin the 1950s and is the
official philosophy
promulgated by the North
Korean  government and
educational system. Its
promoters describe Juche as
simply a secular, ethical
philosophy and nor a religion.
But, from a sociological
viewpoint Juche is clearly a
religion, and in many ways is
even more overtly religious
than Soviet-eraCommunismor
Chinese Maoism.  Certainly
there are more "followers" of
Juche, by nature of their
nationality, than there are Jews
or Jains. (it is reported 23
million Juche adherents,
essentiallythe entire population
of North Korea, but
internationalnewsservices

agreethatthe populationof the
country has decreasedo about
19 million during the current
famine.) A few centersin India,
and Juche web sites indicate
some centers in Australia,
Europe and Japan.But despite
the presenceof theseoutreach
centerssetup the North Korean
government, there do not
appear to be any established
communities ~ of  adherents
outsideof North Korea. Some
other religions which exist
substantially only within a
single country have been
excluded from this list of
"Major Religionsof theWorld."
It is true that Juchehasonly a
nominal presence outside of
North Korea. But it has so
many adherentsis soinfluential
in their lives,and is so different
from any other religious
systemthatincluding it may be
necessaryn order to accurately
reflect the total world religious
economy. As with the other
religions, inclusion does not
constitute endorsementmerely
recognition of Juche as a
statistically significant distinct
religion. Other  than
geographic isolation, the other
argument for excluding Juche
from the list of major religions
would be that it is not a
completelyindependensystem,
but rather than a subset of
Communism. (For numerical
purposes,Communistswho are
not adherentsof an established
religion are included in the
"Secular" categoryabove.) The
North  Korean system is
historically derived, in large
part, from Soviet and Chinese
Communism;during the 1960s
there would have been no
reasonto draw any distinctions.
But today'sJuchehasdeveloped
into a distinct, unigue system,
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and hasofficially repudiatedits
Marxist-Leninist roots. While
we recognize there may be
validity in continued
classification of Juche as a
highly "heretical" subset of
Communism  or general
secularism, it seems that, on
balance,to do so today is no
more accuratethan continuing
to classify Buddhismasa Hindu
sect. Revision to the status of
Juche on this list may be
forthcoming pending further
researchand developments.

As discussed above,
Juche is a complicated term,
meaning ideology, philosophy,
form of government, religion,
and more. Thereforethe mere
name embodies much to the
knowledgeablgersonof Juche.

In the ITF, Kodang
meansOthe pseudonymof the
patriot Cho Man Sik who
dedicated his life to the
independence movement and
education of Korea. The 39
movementsof the patternshow
the number of times of his
imprisonment as well as the
location of his birthplaceon 39
degreeslatitude.O Kodang is
one of the original 24 patterns
of the ITF. Created by the
foundetr General Choi Hong
Hi, it consistsof a sequenceof
39 individual techniques.

Kodang has a
significant history as well as
Juche. Kodang refers to an
individual, Cho Man-Sik (pen-
name"Kodang"). He wasborn
in Gangseo-gun, Pyeongnam
Provinceon Februaryl, 1883.
He spenthis entire life for his
country and people. His firm
faith, noble charactersolid will
power, and ability to carry out
his beliefs in reviving national
independenceas well as his
efforts to conduct non-violent
resistanceactivities against the
Japaneseolonialism is a living
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lessonfor the Korean people.
He contributedmuchto society,
education,culture, and industry
through his leadershipin the
Sanjeonghyeon Church in
Pyeongyang.the Young Men's
Christian Association, and in
schools such as Osan, Sungin,
and Sungsil,and through work
at the Gwanseo Athletic
Association and the Joseon
Daily Newspaper.

After Liberation from
the Japanese in 1945, he
dedicated himself to
establishing a unified
democraticnation when he was
recruited to be the premier of
North Korean Civil politics and
head of the JoseonDemocratic
Party. He stood up to the
strong-arm tactics of the
Communistpolitical forcesand
choseto make his own the lot
of his countrymenof the North,
thereby sacrificing himself and
showing a martyr's love. He
forms an everlastingsymbol of
Korea's spirit. In 1950, Cho
Man-Sik was martyred by the
Communists in Pyeongyang.
He was awardedthe Order of
Merit for National Foundation,
a Republicof Korea Medal, by
the South Korea Governmentn
1970.

After the Kodang was
replaced by Juche there has
beenmuch speculationasto the
reason. In an interview before
his death, General Choi Hong
Hi the creatorand founder of
Taekwon-Do was asked by
Maria Heron of OThe TimesO
about the history of Taekwon-
Do patterns and specifically
about Juchereplacing Kodang.
Relevant portions from the
interviewareasfollows.

Question How did the
patterns of Taekwon-Do come
about?

Answer. Whenthe
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Japaneseinvaded Korea they
tried to remove the Korean
nationality. You could not go to
school and be educatedif you
were not Japanesel. wasleft a
man with no country and
therefore no national pride.
The Patterns of Taekwon-Do
representthe history of Korea
from time in legend to this
century. The propagation of
Taekwon-Do throughout the
world hasalso enabled through
the patterns, a small part of
Koreanhistory to be learnedby
its practitioners. A part of
Korea therefore now exists
across_the whole world and
KoreaOsationality and history
can never be removed by
oppressorsgain.
Question:How long did
it take you to develop the
patternsinto the form we know

themtoday?

Answer: | began my
researchin March 1946 into
what was to be named

Taekwon-Do on April 11,
1955. My researchended in
1983. The patterns represent
my study of the Art in this
period.

Question: There was a
patternmany yearsago for 2nd
degreegalledKodang,why was
this patternreplacedby Juche?

Answer: As new
techniqguesweredevelopedthey
neededto be representedn the
patterns. The pattern Kodang
was replacedsimply becauseit
representedthe latest Korean
history, basically last in first
out.

As one can see from

the comments by General Choig|ack belt or above.

great importanceis placedon
Korean history as it relatesto
the Taekwon-Do patterns. It
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alsois clearthat GeneralChoi
believesthat thereplacement of
Kodangby Juchewasnothing
more than an exercise in
updating the art.

Other observersn the
martial arts community believe
that General Choi replaced
Kodang with Juche due to
political considerations. After
GeneralChoi left SouthKorea
in 1972 for Toronto, Canada
and took the headquarterof
the ITF, South Korea
respondedby forming a new
organizationfor governessof
Taekwon-Do, the World
Taekwondo Federation,based
in Seoul, South Korea. In
GeneralChoi's final years,he
madeefforts toreturn toNorth
Korea, in fact, he introduced
Taekwon-Do therén 1980. In
1983 he won the favor of the
North Korean governmentby
changingthe nameof Kodang
(after a North Korean
democraticChristianmoderate,
presumedslain by the Red
Army in 1946) to Juche(after
the isolationistpolicy of "self-
reliance" advocatedby North
Korean leader Kim 1I-Sung).

Though  General Chol's
intention had been
reconciliatory, unfortunately

South Korea saw it as a
treasonous act.

Although no longer
part of official ITF Taekwondo,
Kodangis still includedin the
training syllabuses of many
Taekwondo organizations.In
those organizationsvhereit is
still taught, it is generally
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Do Federation, allows for a
studentover 35years ofage or
with  physical problems or
disabilitiesto performKodang
instead of Juche. While not
requiredto performJuche,the
student however must still
know the pattern.

Recent developments
regarding the Kodang-Juche
debate include competitors
performingJuchebut calling it
Kodangso asto not to offend
the South Korean host at the
2004 World Championships.
For the purposes of this
tournament,the pattern Juche
was performedunder thename
Kodang, simply becausethe
South Korean hosts did not
wish to be associatedin any
way with the North Korean
philosophy ofJuche. Given the
history of the two and the
fragile position (after all
technicallythey arestill at war)
it is completely understandable.
There is also considerable
current discussion among
federations concerning
dropping Juche and returning
the pattern Kodang to its
original position.

It appears from our
research that the argument
concerningJucheand Kodang
is basedin Koreancultureand
has political grounding. |
believe that the movementsof
both patterns demonstrate
traditional Taekwon-Do
techniques. | think Taekwon-
Do should be practiced and
